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I'll cover topics on the 
molecular mechanism of intron 
branchpoint recognition by the 
spliceosome, describe a novel 
post splicing transesterification 
catalyzed by the spliceosome 
and discuss our recent efforts 
to understand mechanisms of 
intron gain in evolving 
eukaryotic genomes.
